Some people seem easy to understand: their personality appears obvious on first meeting. Appearances, however, can cheat you. For thirty years I have been studying people around me. I don’t know very much about them. I just shake my head when people tell me that their first impressions of a person are always right. I think they must have small insight or great pride. For my own part I find that the longer I know people, the more they puzzle me.

I read in this morning’s paper that Edward Hyde Burton had died. He was a merchant and he had been in business in Japan for many years. Once he gave me a great surprise. Unless I had heard the story from his own lips, I’d never have believed that he could take such an action. He was always neatly and quietly dressed in accordance with his age and position. He didn’t talk much, but what he said was wise. You couldn’t imagine he’d raise his voice in anger. Here was a man who attracted you because you felt in him a real love for people around him. He’d tell with point a good and spicy story, and in his youth he’d been something of an athlete. He was a rich man and he’d made every penny himself. I suppose one thing that made you like him was that he was so weak. You felt he couldn’t bear to hurt a fly.[来源:学优高考网]

One afternoon Burton told me a “funny” story in a quiet, dry humour:


“There was a man sharing the same name as mine, who was the best bridge player I ever met. He seemed to have a good sense about the cards. I used to play with him a lot.” 

“He was handsome in a way with curly hair and pink-and-white cheeks. Women thought a lot of him. There was no harm in him, he was only wild. Of course he drank too much. He won a good deal of my money by card-playing.”

“One day he came to me when he went broke. He came to see me in my office and asked me for a job. I asked him how old he was.

“‘Thirty-five’, he said.”


“‘And what have you been doing up till now?’ I asked him. 


“‘Well, nothing very much,’ he said. 


“‘I'm afraid I can’t do anything for you just yet,’ I said. ‘Come back and see me in another thirty-five years, and I’ll see what I can do.’

“He didn’t move. He went rather pale. He was silent for a moment and then he told me that he had had bad luck at cards for some time. He hadn’t been willing to stick to bridge, he'd been playing poker, and he hadn't a penny. He’d sold out everything he had. He couldn't pay his hotel bill and they wouldn’t believe him any more. He was down and out. If he couldn’t get something to do he’d have to kill himself. 

“I looked at him for a bit. I could see now that he was all to pieces. He’d been drinking more than usual and he looked fifty. The girls wouldn't have thought so much of him if they’d seen him then. 

“Suddenly I had an idea.” Pausing in his story, Burton turned to me. “When I was young I swam over three miles round the beacon（灯塔）and landed at the river of Tarumi. It’s rather difficult because of the quick waves round the beacon. Well, I told my young fellow about it and I said that if he’d do it I’d give him a job.

“I could see he was rather surprised. He was not in good condition for sports. He looked at me for a moment and then he agreed.”

“I told him I’d drive round to the river at half past twelve and meet him.


“Done,” he said.

“I wished him good luck and he left me. I had a lot of work to do that morning and I only just managed to the riverside at Tarumi at half past twelve. But I needn't have hurried; he never turned up.


“Did he break his promise at the last moment?” I asked.

“No, he didn't. He started all right. But of course he’d ruined his health by drink. The waves round the beacon were more than he could manage. We didn’t get the body for about three days.

 You want to be confident and feel confident, but what if you're starting with little or no confidence? True self-confidence isn't an overnight acquisition. It takes dedication to realize you are a good human being that is worthy of respect and love. 

Recognize your insecurities

What does that voice in the back of your mind say? Why do you feel uncomfortable or ashamed of yourself? This could be anything from regrets to friends at school or negative experience. Whatever is making you feel unworthy, or ashamed, identify it, give it a name, and write it down. You can also tear these written pieces to start feeling positive on those points. 

Get rid of insecurities gradually

Each day you should weaken it. There's no quick fix. Get to the root of the problem; focus on it and understand that you need to resolve each issue before you can move on. Check if it is an old past emotion and if it is really still relevant or applicable in your life today. And that does not mean you have to get rid of whatever makes you feel bad (many times, you simply can't). You need to learn to accept yourself, your past, your circumstances as they are, without necessarily thinking of them as “bad”. 

Identify your successes

Everyone is good at something, so discover the things at which you do extremely well, then focus on your talents. Give yourself permission to be proud of them. Give yourself credit for your successes. Inferiority (自卑) is a state of mind in which you've declared yourself a victim. Do not allow yourself to be victimized. 

Be Positive

Avoid self-pity, or the pity and sympathy of others. Never allow others to make you feel inferior—they can only do so if you let them. If you continue to dislike and look down upon yourself, others are going to do and believe likewise. Instead, speak in a positive way about yourself, about your future, and about your progress. Do not be afraid to show your strengths and qualities to others. By doing so, you strengthen those ideas in your mind and encourage your growth in a positive direction. 

Apply “facial feedback theory” 

Studies surrounding what’s called the "facial feedback theory" suggest that the expressions on your face can actually encourage your brain to express certain emotions. So look in the mirror and smile every day, and you might feel happier with yourself and more confident in the long run. 

Help others

When you know you’re of help to the people around you, and are making a positive difference in other people’s lives (even if it's just being kinder to the person who serves you coffee in the morning), you'll know that you are a positive force in the world—which will boost yourself confidence. 

Now, dear friends, will you let confidence keep you company? Be confident, and accomplishing your goals will be just around the corner.
